2. Characteristics of the Facility

School Club (hereinafter referred to as “SC”) provides extracurricular education based on leisure-time pedagogy, which serves as an intermediate stage between education at school and education within the family.
Its main mission is to offer pupils, in a calm and safe environment, opportunities for interest-based learning as well as relaxation and rest after school lessons.
The SC is located on the school premises and is divided into nine sections, with a total capacity of 270 pupils from the primary level (grades 1–5).
No certificate of completion of this extracurricular education is issued.

3. Objectives of Leisure Education

· respecting and developing the child’s personality
· enabling the child’s self-realization through group, individual, and guided play
· preventing socially pathological phenomena 
· guiding pupils to make effective use of their free time
· incorporating the goals of environmental education into the ongoing activities of the SC
· shaping attitudes toward nature and fostering responsibility for one’s actions toward the environment
· fostering positive relationships among pupils
· encouraging the development of logical thinking
· developing aesthetic sensitivity and behavior
· developing the ability to find one’s place within a group
· educating towards a healthy lifestyle
· experiencing joyful moments, a sense of security, and safety

The activities of the SC are structured to meet the requirements of the child’s daily routine, mental well-being, and a balanced alternation of calm and physically demanding activities, work and rest, as well as organized and spontaneous activities.
It is essential that they meet the needs and interests of the children while at the same time respecting their age-specific characteristics.


4. Duration of Leisure Education

Pupils gather in the morning club from 6:30 to 7:20. Upon arrival, they are registered in the electronic attendance system Bellhop, and before lessons begin they are accompanied by an educator to their classrooms, where supervision is taken over by the class teacher. The operation of the morning club may be extended until 8:45, as some year groups may start lessons only at 8:55.
Lunch in the SC takes place from 12:00 to 13:30 according to the schedule of each group. After lunch, until 14:00, the following activities take place:
· relaxation activities – reading, listening to relaxation music, relaxation on the carpet, social and board games
· interest-based activities – sports, art and creative activities, nature and science, music
· learning support – reinforcement of knowledge acquired during lessons, didactic games, use of PCs
As part of the school’s program, we also organize exhibitions and performances for parents and the wider public, and we take part in city competitions in various fields (sports, singing, art, and crafts).
From 14:00 to 15:00, recreational activities are held – outdoor time, walks in nature and around the school, and games on the school playground.
On certain days, enrolled children may also attend the SC’s extracurricular clubs (e.g. sports games).
The SC ends with the departure of the last pupil: no later than 17:30 Monday through Thursday, and no later than 17:00 on Fridays.


5. Forms of Leisure Education

· occasional activities (trips, sports tournaments, library visits, cinema visits, exhibitions, etc.)
· regular activities (relaxation and recreational activities, art and craft activities, homework preparation, clubs, etc.)
· spontaneous activities (free play in the morning and afternoon clubs)
The foundation of all SC activities is active participation, based on creating experiences for pupils that broaden their knowledge and skills and evoke positive emotions. These activities help to shape pupils’ correct attitudes towards their surroundings, self-care, and social habits.
Activities in the SC follow the basic pedagogical principles of leisure time: voluntariness, attractiveness, engagement, and the encouragement of children’s active involvement.

6. Content and Schedule

In each group, an activity plan is prepared for every month.
The educational area “Man and His World” (Člověk a jeho svět), with its broadly integrated content, provides space for the functional interconnection of developing key competences.
“Man and His World” is divided into five thematic areas:
· The Place Where We Live
· People Around Us
· People and Time
· Diversity of Nature
· Human Beings and Their Health
As part of the educational process, the SC focuses on the development of key competences, which are interwoven into all activities of leisure education.
Learning Competence
· orients oneself in the order and events of the environment in which they live
· completes assigned tasks
· is able to follow instructions and guidelines
· applies experience in practical situations and further learning
· is able to work with information
Problem-Solving Competence
· understands a problem, solves it, or asks others for help
· distinguishes between correct and incorrect solutions
· is able to find information to solve problems
· can present the results of their work and justify decisions
· understands responsibility for their own decisions
Communication Competence
· expresses own thoughts independently
· listens to the opinions of others
· is able to take part in discussions
· can present their work orally
Social and Personal Competence
· learns to plan and organize
· is guided towards cooperation
· takes responsibility for actions and accepts consequences
· shows empathy and consideration towards others
· learns to recognize appropriate and inappropriate behavior
· reinforces hygienic habits
· develops the ability to recognize injustice, aggression, and bullying, and to defend against them
· forms a positive self-image and cultivates healthy self-confidence
Civic Competence
· is aware of their own rights and the rights of others, and respects them
· values others
· is able to help others
· knows and appreciates traditions, history, and culture
· understands the value of property
· is considerate towards nature
· respects agreed rules
Leisure-Time Competence
· is able to use free time effectively
· knows the possibilities of meaningful leisure activities
· is able to choose interest-based activities
· develops personal interests


7. Conditions for Admission

The Head of the SC is responsible for pupil enrolment and withdrawal, collection of fees, communication with legal guardians, and handling suggestions and complaints.
Enrolment and withdrawal of pupils from the SC is carried out on the basis of written requests submitted by legal guardians.
The decision on the admission of pupils to the SC is made by the Head Teacher of the school.
Upon admission to the SC, the pupil’s legal guardians are duly informed of the Internal Rules of the SC (see appendix: Internal Rules of the SC).
8. Course and Termination of Education
Extracurricular education in the SC takes place during the school year, from September to June. During autumn, winter, spring, and summer holidays, SC activities are suspended.
In the event of a school closure on the Principal’s Day, the school will provide SC care from 8:00 to 16:00, provided that more than 10 pupils are registered for attendance.
 

9. Conditions for Educating Pupils with Special Educational Needs

When admitting pupils with special educational needs, the SC follows Decree No. 27/2016 Coll. All registered pupils with special needs have the opportunity to participate in the extracurricular education offered by the SC and are fully integrated into all activities, provided that the content, forms, and methods correspond to their educational needs and abilities.
Pupils from socially, economically, or culturally disadvantaged backgrounds require specific attention. They have the opportunity to participate in all types of activities.
Pupils from culturally different backgrounds (members of minorities and ethnic groups) should be given special attention, assisted in acquiring the Czech language, and introduced to Czech culture, customs, and traditions.


10. Economic and Material Conditions

The fee for the SC is specified in the Internal Rules of the SC, which is attached to this educational program. It is paid annually via bank transfer to the school’s account. Information regarding payments for the SC can be obtained from the school’s accountant or the educators.
All groups are equipped with sports and art supplies, table and board games, and construction sets appropriate for the respective age group. Table football is also available for use by all groups.
Four of the SC’s groups have their own dedicated rooms, while the remaining groups carry out their activities in classrooms. A gymnasium, a practice kitchen, and a swimming pool are also available. The school grounds include a playground that can be used as well.
The SC and classroom spaces provide opportunities for rest, independent intellectual activities, and other interest-based activities and games. The aim is to create a pleasant environment where children feel comfortable.
For other activities, the SC has a dedicated PC and can also use a copier.

11. Personnel Conditions

Each group is supervised by one educator who provides extracurricular education. The activities of the SC are managed by the Head Educator, who oversees documentation, coordinates the work of educators according to the activity plan, and monitors the educational and developmental activities within the Club.
Educators act as initiators and guides for the children during offered activities, which they may lead either directly or indirectly. They introduce activities, motivate children to participate, and enable them to develop their own plans. Together with the children, educators evaluate the activities and their outcomes. The purpose of their work is to awaken children’s active interest in their surroundings, foster natural curiosity, encourage social interaction, and develop communication and friendly relationships within the group.
Educators continuously participate in professional development as part of DVPP (Further Education of Pedagogical Staff) and meet the qualification requirements established by law.

12. Conditions of Occupational Safety and Health Protection

Educators are responsible for the safety and health of pupils throughout their stay in the SC. At the beginning of the school year, pupils are instructed on safety within the school and the SC, the prohibition of leaving the Club without permission, appropriate behavior both inside and outside the Club, and protection of their own health and that of their classmates.
Safety instructions are also provided to newly enrolled pupils. These instructions are recorded in the class register.
In the event of an accident or injury, the pupil immediately reports it to an educator, who takes measures to provide first aid and informs the parents of the injured pupil. Accidents are recorded in the accident book, which is shared with the primary school.
Safety in all areas used by the SC is ensured by the Internal Rules of the SC.
